Explore texts that can have multiple purposes depending on the reader’s point of view.

This ESOL level 2 course focuses on how to improve reading skills for adults.

You need previous knowledge to take this course, that’s why you’ll need to do a skills check to
enrol. Don’t worry, this isn’t an exam. It’s for us to make sure you get on the right course for your
level.

When you complete this module, you can continue with other ESOL skills for life level 2 courses.
This is the highest level ESOL qualification we offer. There are also writing and speaking and
listening courses.
