Course description

This award usually takes around 120 hours to complete and can be done in 6 months. After, you
can progress to the Level 2 Certificate in Supporting Teaching and Learning.

The aim of this qualification is to prepare you for a variety of job roles that can be done in schools
and colleges. These could include: learning assistant, technical support worker, classroom
volunteer, administrative worker, or any other on-site roles.
