were produced.

Course description



On this seven week course, we will look at the satirical, even salacious, scenes of

- identify three of the major influences - social, cultural and/or political on their work

- describe one of the ways in which their works were received - by critics and the
public

- recognize one of the works of at least three of the artists explored in this course
